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In January 2008 TTAP expanded its ongoing operations to combat the trade in 
illegal timber products in Africa and Asia to South America.  Several 
companies have already expressed interest in the project in Brazil, and work 
with the first will commence in March 2008 under the newly appointed Project 
Officers Flavio Guiera and Xavier Andrillon.  Upon consolidation of TTAP in 
Brazil, operations will roll out into the neighbouring countries of Bolivia, 
Guyana and Suriname. 

As in other countries where TTAP 
works, the project aims to forge 
partnerships with producer country 
organizations.  These partnerships are 
invaluable for the success of the 
project through providing technical 
knowledge, assistance in project 
implementation and through promoting 
a unified message to combat the trade 
in illegal timber in the region.  
Discussions are currently underway 
with a variety of stakeholders that 
include timber trade federations, 
research bodies and NGOs in Brazil, 
and it is expected to formalize these in 
March 2008.
